Thank you for the opportunity to serve!  

 

I have often wondered why and how I got to Espanola, New 

Mexico. The deepest part of me knows that it is purely des-

tiny, just as it is for you. In Yogi Bhajanôs write up about Ha-

cienda de Guru Ram Das he said, "Guru Ram Das dwells 

hereé" and "émeditating here is just as if you are meditating 

at the Golden Temple." In that same lecture he goes on to say 

that this is healing land and that if you take the very dirt of this 

place and put it on your forehead it will rewrite your destiny. 

After reading that, I took the dirt from around the ashram area 

and put it on my forehead because I want the greatest destiny 

possible for myself. I donôt want to waste my life. I want to 

love big, give big, receive big.

Yes, Microsoft is at it again and there will be a 

new Windows operating system later this year. Well, 

Windows Vista has been around since 2007.

Even though I wouldnôt 

recommend Vista with an older, slower computer, you 

can use Windows 7 on one.
